RESEARCH, ARCHIVE, FILM

NESVRSTANI ZAGREB
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Nesvrstani Zagreb (Non-Aligned Zagreb) is a research project |
started in 2019. It deals with the histories of students from
the Global South who relocated to Zagreb between the 1960s
and 1980s as part of Yugoslavia's involvement in the Non-
Aligned Movement solidarity. My research efforts have yielded
published texts for the Booksa literary portal, a short film
titled Grad koji ima mir (The City That Has Peace), and an
exhibition at Galerija VN in Zagreb.

Grad koji ima mir (The City That Has Peace) is a documentary
film following the rise and fall of Zagreb's International
Student Club. Exploring topics of solidarity, war, and
community, Sam Bushara and Mohamed Al Younis lead us
through the largely forgotten history of Non-Aligned Zagreb.
Looking back on their journeys, they reflect on the tenderness
and unity they encountered in Zagreb but which are no longer
there.

The artistic project Zajedno: tragovima UdruZenja kurdskih
studenata (Together: following the traces of the Kurdish
Student Union) examines the history of the Kurdish Student
Union which was active in Zagreb from 1966 to 1990.
Together with the interdisciplinary Kurdish Syrian artist
Bahzad Sulaiman, we use artistic research to get to know the
local history of Kurdish students and the present of
contemporary Croatian citizens of Middle Eastern origin.
